            Ms. Kraus Saari recommended under Article II, Section 2, Board of Directors, to spell out 
            the initials full name of each committee. 


Mr. Carson recommended under Article III, Section 1, Officers, “Board and 
            shall consist of a Chairperson and Vice Chairperson” be revised to “Chairperson, Vice 
            Chairperson and Secretary”.


Ms. Ware moved, seconded by Ms. Daniels, Article III, Section 1, Officers be revised

      to Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and Secretary; under Article II, Section 2, Board 

      of Directors to spell out the initials full name of each committee. Roll call vote was 

      taken: Mr. Rishel, yes; Ms. Ware, yes; Mr. Schmidt, yes; Ms. Daniels, yes and Ms.

Ms. Kraus Saari recommended under Article III, Section 6, Executive Committee, the
            “Executive Director” be changed. Mr. Carson recommended the term “Executive 


Director” be replaced with “Planning Director”. Mr. Rishel recommended the Executive 
    

Director include “in a non-voting advisory role”. Mr. Carson recommended the word 
 

“Secretary” be placed behind Chairperson, Vice Chairperson. 


Ms. Daniels moved, seconded by Ms. Ware, Article III, Section 6, Executive 
            Committee be revised to Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary and Planning 
            Director, in a non-voting advisory role.  Roll call vote was taken: Ms. Kraus Saari, 
            yes; Ms. Daniels, yes; Mr. Schmidt, yes; Mr. Rishel, yes and Ms. Ware, yes. Motion 
            passed. 


Mr. Carson recommended that a section regarding per diems and mileage be added to the 

      By-laws. Mr. Schmidt recommended a section regarding per diems and mileage be placed 

      under Article VI, as a new section and referred to as ‘Compensation” and have the 


Planning Commission By-laws per diem and mileage section be copied, adjusted and 


amended for the Brownfield Authority By-laws. 


Ms. Ware moved, seconded by Ms. Daniels to add a new section to the Brownfield
            Authority By-laws under Article VI, a new section known as Section 3, named
            Compensation, and the Planning Commission By-laws per diem and mileage section

      be copied and moved to the Brownfield Authority Article VI, Section 3 

      Compensation and this section’s wording be adjusted and amended for the 
            Brownfield Authority By-laws. Roll call vote was taken: Mr. Schmidt, yes; Mr. 
            Rishel, yes; Ms. Kraus Saari, yes; Ms. Daniels, yes and Mr. Ware, yes. Motion 
            passed.


Ms. Kraus Saari inquired about Article III, Section 6, Executive Committee the 
            importance of the section following the first sentence. Ms. Ware recommended the 


section following the first sentence be omitted. 

            Mr. Carson recommended the Authority retain Otwell Mawby as the consultant for the 
            Joslin Cove project due to their familiarity of the project. Mr. Carson recommended that 
            Authority projects after the Joslin Cove project should be bid out. 


Ms. Kraus Saari moved, seconded by Ms. Daniels under Article III, Section 6, 
            Executive Committee, the section following the first sentence be omitted.  Roll call 

      vote was taken: Ms. Ware, yes; Mr. Rishel, yes; Ms. Kraus Saari, yes; Ms. Daniels, 
            yes and Mr. Schmidt, yes. Motion passed. 


Ms. Ware recommended under Article IV, Section 3, Checks, Drafts, etc. the agent or 
            agents be defined. Mr. Schmidt stated the wording “officer or officers, agent or agents” 
            should be “2 officers and the Planning Director”. 


Ms. Ware moved, seconded by Ms. Daniels Article IV, Section 3, Checks, Drafts, etc.             to have the words officer or officers, or agent or agents be replaced with 2 officers of 
            authority and the Planning Director. Roll call vote was taken: Ms. Daniels, yes; Ms.
            Kraus Saari, yes; Mr. Rishel, yes; Ms. Ware, yes and Mr. Schmidt, yes. Motion 
            passed.


Mr. Schmidt noted the By-laws contain a part under Article II, Section 5, Conflict of 
            Interest and stated the Authority should sign a Conflict of Interest waiver. He 
            recommended Part B Conflict of Interest be added to future agendas. Mr. Schmidt
            requested a Conflict of Interest draft be put together, attach it to the amended Authority
            By-laws, to have Mr. Ford Stone approve the amended By-laws and the Conflict of 
            Interest waiver form and present these to the Board of Commissioners.



Ms. Daniels moved, seconded by Ms. Ware to have future agendas include Part B 


Conflict of Interest; that a Conflict of Interest waiver be drafted and attach the 


waiver to the amended By-laws; send the By-laws and waiver to Mr. Stone for
  
      approval; present the 2 documents to the Board of Commissioners; have the

      Authority members sign a Conflict of Interest waiver.  Roll call vote was taken: Ms.
            Daniels, yes; Ms. Kraus Saari, yes; Mr. Schmidt, yes; Mr. Rishel, yes and Ms. Ware, 
            yes. Motion passed. 


Mr. Carson stated the end of the By-laws date should reflect today’s date and Robert
            Rishel’s’ name should be placed at the end as Chairperson. He suggested the Authority 
            adopt the adjusted By-laws with the attachment of the Conflict of Interest waiver. 



Ms. Ware moved, seconded by Ms. Daniels to approve the Brownfield Authority By-
            laws with the adjusted amendments including the attachment of the Conflict of 
            Interest form pending review and approval from the County Prosecuting Attorney

      and the approval of the County Board of Commissioners. Roll call vote was taken: 

      Ms. Ware, yes; Ms. Kraus Saari, yes; Mr. Rishel, yes; Ms. Daniels, yes and Mr. 

      Schmidt, yes. Motion passed.
